Chairman David opened the meeting.

President Brenton welcomed all including guests District Governor Peter Schaefer and partner 
Jennifer, David Perry Rotary Club of Gawler Light and partner Anne. 
District Governor Peter Schaefer  

¶ Polio 

- $1.5 billion needed as ongoing vaccinations are needed. 

- $1.2 billion is already in the coffers;  the Bill and Melinda Gates Foundation is still 
contributing. 

¶ Australian Rotary Projects; trachoma and dialysis are two major projects both located in 
Alice Springs NT 

- Trachoma is preventable but not curable 

- Rotary Club of Melbourne and Rotary Club of St Kilda are working together to get 
Australian Rotary to eradicate Trachoma by 2021; 100 years of Rotary in Australia. 

- The Purple Truck is a mobile dialysis unit which works in remote indigenous communities 
in central Australia 

¶ District grants close on the 4th of August. Opportunity for clubs to double their money. 

¶ District conference 2018 combining with district 9520 will be held from the 20th to the 
23rd of March in the Barossa Valley 

- Will be concentrating on hands-on projects for example in the town square there will be 
teams assembling mechanical hands, Days for Girls packs and Birthing Kits. 

¶ Ian Riseley Australian Rotary International president elect is an environmentalist who 
wants to plant a tree for every Rotarian; city folk can buy a tree for $5 to plant at Calperum 
station in an area to be known as Riseley Forest. 

¶ Rotary is changing; it is becoming more casual but still retaining traditional Rotary values. 

¶ The district will be amalgamating so 9500 and 9520 will become one district in Australia; 
the number of Districts will be reduced from 21 to 17. 

- World zones are also changing so Australia and New Zealand will become one zone as 
distinct from the current zone which includes some Southeast Asian countries. 

- Chairman David introduced outgoing (and incoming) President Brenton who reflected on 
the past year. 

¶ Main points (some have been gleaned from Bulletins across the year) 

- Funds have been dispersed to various worth organisations including schools, Kapunda 
medial Centre.
